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IV.  SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

CHS Facility Design Award — Steve Olson and Renee Shelton, both of Dull Olson Weekes
Architects, Inc., as well as Dr. George Copa, Director of the OSU School of Education New
Designs For Learning, and Dr. Susan Wolff, Wolff Designs Educational and Facility Planning,
presented the district with the William W. Caudill Citation Honoring Education Design
Excellence. The award is for the top K-12 entry in American School & University® 2007
Architectural Portfolio. An annual competition honoring education design excellence, the
Architectural Portfolio spotlights projects representing some of the most effective learning
environments in America. Corvallis High School’s design supports flexibility, adaptability, and
variety in the learning setting. The school was also recognized for having a “wonderful
auditorium” where students and community come together to perform and celebrate.

Mr. Olson recognized the work of district staff and board members involved in the project. Mr.
Olson talked a little bit about the design process. He explained that the award is named for an
innovative architect from the *50s and ‘60s who was one of the first to talk with educators about
how schools need to work.

Superintendent Tarzian noted that some of CHS’s former graduating classes have come back to
the new school; she said they have expressed positive feedback about how the traditional look of
the old school was preserved in the new school while also making the new school innovative.
She shared her appreciation for the work of all involved in the design and construction of the
school.

Director Ten Pas expressed appreciation for the minimal disturbance to the then-current school
during the construction of the new school. He complimented the use of the existing lot for the
new school and noted that even though so much was put into the new school, the facility doesn’t
appear huge.

Project Based Workshop — Approximately 25 teachers, representing all of the district’s secondary
schools, participated in a project based learning workshop last month. At the workshop,
teachers received training on how to develop effective project based learning experiences and
had time to work together to create curriculum. They will meet again this month to receive
feedback and guidance on their projects and will meet a final time in August in preparation for
fall implementation. The workshop has been very positively received and is in keeping with the
community’s interest, as documented through the visioning process, in providing all students
with project based learning opportunities.

Battle of the Books — The LPMS team earned the most points of all the middle school teams
competing in the Region 2 Battle of the Books competition last month. They will be competing

this month in the state competition in Salem, along with 17 other teams.
